“When | first visited the warehouse near Szczecin
and saw Kiva robots for the first time, | understood
this fundamental difference: here in Poznan, workers
have to walk around the warehouse, so they do those
20 kilometers a day, but that also means that they
meet; in the robotized warehouses, workers stand in
separate compartments that no one else can enter
without special permission. This means complete
alienation.”
